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The topics were chosen on the basis of the discrete subject
matter with which they deal and largely reflect the structure of
the Corporations Act 2001, ASIC Act 2001 and related
legislation. Where certain subject matter is closely related to

other subject matter, these have been grouped to form one
topic, eg “Fundraising, charges and debentures” (all of which
are related to the raising of debt and equity capital).
